Assigning a slider / button for MIDI Control.

Use this method to map midi control to instruments external to Logic Pro. You may
prefer this method of controller assignment for logicÕs internal instruments via MIDI
when working with Region Automation Data as opposed to Logic ProÕ proprietary
Track Automation.

1. [Ð>] key to display edit options.

2. Data Wheel clockwise: EDIT`SLIDER`DATA.

3. [Ð>] key and turn Data Wheel to select Slider number to Edit

4. [Ð>] key Ð Minimum Level: 0

5. [Ð>] key Ð Maximum Level: 127

6. [Ð>] key Ð the screen will display: COMMAND  End of`DATA

7. Data Wheel clockwise to display: Controller

8. [Ð>] key Ð the screen will display: Controller Number  0  Bank`Select

9. Turn Data Wheel clockwise and select controller number of your choice

10. [Ð>] key to display: Controller Value  Data Val  00h   0

11. Data Wheel one click left to display: Data From Slider

12. [Ð>] key Ð the screen will display: COMMAND   End of DATA

13. Press the [STORE] key to save your data UPDATING`MEMORY

14. Press the [EXIT ] key
